Scope
	The Resident MOS 21K10 Plumber Course provides skill level 1 soldiers with the skills and knowledge required to perform installation, troubleshooting, repair, and maintenance of plumbing systems and components, and assist in combat engineering missions.
The student receives Common Engineer and MOS-specific training:

10.0 hours of MOS 21K Course Introduction which introduces the facility, course procedures, and criteria for successful course completion; course safety; environmental stewardship; and basic mathematics.

194.3 hours of MOS specific training in identifying plumbing materials, maintaining plumbing tools, preparing a plumbing materials takeoff list, installing a cast iron sewer line, installing a waste system, installing a water system, installing a lavatory, installing a water closet with tank, installing urinals, installing an exposed pipe shower system, installing a drinking fountain, winterizing a water supply system, maintaining internal water distribution systems, clearing water system stoppages, and preventing backflows.
