NOTE:  Evaluator describes a situation in terms of the casualty's 

injuries, whether the casualty is conscious or unconscious, and 

what distance (short, moderate, or long) the casualty has to be 

moved.

NOTE:  Do not make the situation too complex.  When scoring, 

remember that two or more carries may be appropriate for the 

given situation.  Most important:  the selected carry should not 

cause further injury to the casualty.
