GENERAL SITUATION:  You are the platoon leader/sergeant of Headquarters Platoon, Company C, 1-87 Infantry (MECH) Battalion.  Currently deployed to the National Training Center at Fort Irwin, California.  As a platoon leader/sergeant one of your responsibilities involves supervising the preparation of the Casualty Feeder Report and Witness Statements on Individual concerning a casualty that has occurred in your platoon.  Using the following information, complete requirements 1 and 2 concerning the preparation of the DA Forms 1156 and 1155 (front and back) found at figures 1  through 6.

CASUALTY DATA:  On 6 December 1996 at 0930 SPC Clarence J. Wilson, 445-00-1312, was fatally injured during a training exercise.  SPC Wilson was killed in a vehicle accident while transporting supplies for the training exercise.  This accident occurred south bound on Range Road, at grid coordinate 106319, near the intersection of Range Road and A Avenue.   SPC Wilson was evacuated to the Fort Irwin medical facility where he was pronounced dead on arrival.  This incident was witnessed by SGT Anthony Gray, 123-98-1142 and SPC William B. Melton, 221-34-8585 of Company C, 187th INF (MECH) BN who were traveling with SPC Wilson  in a separate vehicle. Both SGT Gray and SPC Melton identified SPC Wilson.
