An antiarmor ambush is a surprise attack by fire or other destructive 
means from concealed positions on moving or temporarily halted 
enemy armored vehicles. The ambush ends with the displacement of 
the  antiarmor system to preclude its destruction by enemy 
counterambush actions. (FM 3-21.91) (USAIS)
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
