Communications are established with subordinate and
adjacent units, and higher headquarters. The mission command system is operational and passing information in accordance with
standard operating procedures. This task can be performed in hours of daylight or limited visibility in various environment conditions.
The unit has received guidance on the rules of engagement. Some iterations of this task should be performed in MOPP.

Standard: The staff officer uses the military decision making process that integrated the activities of the commander, other staff
sections and subordinate commanders to develop a operational plan or order. The staff officer's contribution establishes methods for
understanding the situation and analysis of the mission; developing analyzing and comparing courses of action; selecting the most
favorable course of action and producing an operation plan or order.

Note: Task steps and performance measures may not apply to every unit or echelon. Commanders can alter the steps of the military
decision making process to fit time-constrained circumstances and procedures. Prior to evaluation, coordination should be made

between evaluator and the evaluated units' higher headquarters to determine the task steps and performance measures that may be
omitted.

d. Identify staff responsible for warfighting function; score each COA using the established criteria.
e. Multiply their score by weights to determine the criterion value.

g. Compare feasible COA to identify the one with the highest probability of success against most likely threat COA
and most dangerous threat COA.

h. Develop a recommendation for the COA that best accomplishes the mission:

(3) Additional guidance on priorities for warfighting function activities, orders preparation, rehearsals, and
preparation.

(4) Priorities for resources needed to preserve freedom of action and assure continuous sustainment.

a. Convert the selected COA into a clear, concise concept of operations and supporting information by writing a
complete five-paragraph field order with supporting annex's and operational graphics.

b. Submit the plan or order to the commander for review and approval, prior to reproduction and dissemination.
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c. Brief the plan or order to subordinate commanders.
d. Conduct confirmation briefings with subordinates immediately after orders brief.
e. Review subordinate commander's plans or orders, upon their completion.

(Asterisks indicates a leader performance step.)
